Eleanor Boswell-Raine. Eleanor isthe Chair of the
Richmond Arts and Culture Commission and spoke on
the activities and issues of the Arts and Culture
Commission. The Commission was established by City
Ordinance in 1988 to promote the development and
interest in fine and performing arts. The Commission
also provides artistic advice to the City Council, and
advises on the preservation of Richmond's heritage.

Eleanor is an enthusiastic spokesperson for the Arts
Commission. The Commission has developed a number
of community partnerships, including the ARTRAIN,
Oakland East Bay Symphony performances, festival
development, and public art programs. New art created
this past year include pieces at the Lucretia Edwards
Shoreline Park, Harbor Gate Shopping Center mosaic,
and two works at the Community Space at Harbour
Way/Macdonald Avenue.

Eleanor made it clear that art work isimportant to the
Richmond Community, stating that 71% of respondents to
her poll are aware of public art displays and 60%
identified areas in the City where they would like to see
more public art. With the financial travails of the State,
County and City, funding is a continuing problem, and
will get worse thisyear. The Commission was successful
in obtaining $151,400 in grants last year.

Mark Howe observed that the Arts Commission will
determine where the Rotary Statue, donated by Mark to
the Club for the Centennial Rotary project, will be placed.
