New Earthquake safety standards and the San
Pablo Dam Reservoir

A contrite Jim Young introduced East Bay MUD
representative Gretchen Grover to the ladies AND
gentlemen of the Richmond Rotary. Gretchen'’s topic
is, “The Latest Seismic Developments at San Pablo
Dam Reservoir”.

Gretchen started her presentation with a pop quiz to
see if the member remembered anything from her last

Richmond?” Answers were shouted out like
lightening, “rain...snow...Hetch Hetchy... the Bay”. A
couple were even right, “the Mokelumne River and
San Pablo Reservoir”. No cigar though, as no one had
both sources right.

Gretchen distributed some very interesting maps from
ABAG that showed various West County inundation
scenarios should San Pablo Dam fail or partially fail.
The most interesting one involved the simultaneous
failure of both the Briones and San Pablo Dams. This
unlikely but possible scenario would completely
inundate all of Richmond from Pinole to the Richmond
Annex Hills and all the way out to the Point.

Gretchen told the members that the state Dept. of
Dam Safety began a review of all dams last year,
possibly in a move of self-justification resulting fro the
Govenator’s State Reform efforts. As a result,
EBMUD began review all 30 dams it operates in the
East Bay. These dams are mostly small are in our
neighborhoods and date back to 1872.

San Pablo Dam was one of the first major facilities
built by EBMUD in 1918-19. It was build with “hydro
fill” technology that was state of the art at the time, but
has been deemed earthquake unstable and subject to
liquefaction. You may remember that the dam was
drained in the *70s and a substantial amount of
rebuilding was done on the waterside, materially
strengthening the dam. The new concern stems from
damage done in the Loma Prieta earthquake and the
potential of liquefaction on the downstream side of the
dam. Gretchen said the concern now is not a
catastrophic failure, but the possibility that the dam
would “slump” as much as 36 feet. Because of this
possibility, the lake water level has been reduced 36
feet until a fix is in place. That fix is yet unknown with
engineering beginning this year and the inclusion of
the $80MM to $100MM project in EBMUD'’s $1.0B, 5
year capital improvement plan. Other aspects of the
San Pablo Dam earthquake safety review process
mentioned by Gretchen included;

- By lowering the water level in the lake EBMUD
lost 40% of the lake’s water storage capacity.
Briones is a much newer dame than SP, built
with “modern” fill compaction techniques and
is generally thought to be much more stable
than the liquefaction prone hydro fill dams.
But, they are looking a Briones safety too.

No, EBMUD does not yet know how the
project is going to be paid for.

Yes, EBMUD is using a plastic insert
technology, pioneered by to past Richmond
Rotary members (thank you John Nicol) to
improve water pipe survivability in an
earthquake.

George
Egan is also going to prepare a flyer describing the
Rotary Foundation’s tsunami effort. Watch for
George’s flyer. In one of those six-degrees-of-
separation realities, Dan Ercolini described his
family’s four-day concern for a close friend that was in
Thailand during the tsunami. It took that long to find
out the friend was OK, but it personalize this
catastrophe in Asia for Dan. George Alvarez
mentioned that he had heard of a Rotarian who
survived the tsunami and already started a Rotary
Fund as part of the aid effort, another opportunity
worthy of additional consideration and support. Prez
Herb said that for those who are inspired to write that
check now, it should be made out to the, “Rotary
Foundation/Solidarity in South Asia”, which will
designate your contribution to the relief effort in Asia.
