Traffic Service 

 
The primary purpose of Vessel Traffic Service 
(VTS) San Francisco is to facilitate the safe and 
efficient transit of vessel traffic in the waterways 
of San Francisco Bay, its seaward approaches and 
tributaries in an effort to prevent collisions, 
rammings, groundings and the associated loss of 
life and damage to property and the environment.  

The secondary purpose of VTS San Francisco is to 
provide assistance to other Coast Guard units in 
the accomplishment of their missions, such as 
search and rescue, maritime law enforcement, and 
aids to navigation.  

VTS San Francisco is responsible for the safe 
movement of approximately 133 miles of 
waterway from offshore to the ports of Stockton 
and Sacramento. VTS San Francisco averages 250 
vessel movements a day.
