Environmental Health Laboratory right here in
Richmond, and the effective development of a forensic
lab that handles over 2.1 million messages a day a
network that once only caught 1 criminal a year and
now catches 2 a day. Mr. Lockyer’s easy-going good
humor, knowledgeable assessment of the sides of an
issue and an articulated opinion of 'where to go from
here’ made him right at home in Richmond Rotary’s
strong-headed club. Based on impromptu requests
from the crowd, Mr. Lockyer discussed Indian
Gaming, Enron, Community Policing, Three Strikes,
and Immigration all timely topics locally and
statewide.

Apologetic disclaimer: Without benefit of shorthand or
a tape recorder, the following summary is based on
the limited chicken scratches and memory of the
editor.

Indian Gaming goes back to the Reagan era when
federal legislation first allowed Indian Reservation
gambling. 65 tribes now have casino operations in
California  95% in remotely populated areas.
California administrations dating back to the Wilson
era have resisted efforts to penetrate urban areas. The
San Pablo Casino is the only notable exception. Props
68 and 70 were briefly explained. Mr. Locker believes
the overall California mood is to put the brakes on
urban expansion of gambling.

Enron was Mr. Lockyer’s opportunity to expound on
the flagrant arrogance of the energy pirates and the
‘Let’'s Rip Off California’ energy crisis. Referencing a
taped flippant remark by an energy executive eager to
buy a boat from the profits off Grandma Millie’s
energy bill, Mr. Lockyer assured us that "Grandma
Millie is mad and wants her money back.” Although
most of the offending enterprises are in the tank and
Enron doesn’t have much to give, a recent decision by
the 9" Circuit Court of Appeals and the Federal
Energy Commission supports California’s claim.

On Community Policing and the Three Strikes law,
Mr. Lockyer identified three areas of policing:
apprehension, detention and prevention. Stating that
‘law works better when working with the community’,
it is recognized that when there is no trust, law
enforcement breaks down. Mr. Lockyer is proud of the
reform and turn around of the Riverside Police
department since 1998 when the tragic shooting death
of Tyisha Miller exposed a pattern of illegal racist

interactions with the police department. Prevention is
the neglected area of policing. And in reference to the
three strikes law which was intended to keep career
criminals off the street, Mr. Lockyer believesit falls
under the 80% good / 20% bad category common to
legidlative initiatives. Basically he thinksit's a good
law. He believes Prop 66 tries to address the intent of
the law, but istoo broad in its loophole for residential
burglaries.

Immigration is primarily afederal issue. At the state-
level the hottest ongoing debate is over illegals
obtaining state driver's licenses. Mr. Lockyer
summarized the arguments: one side feels it rewards
illegal behavior; the other side seestheillegal
immigrant as inextricably woven into our economy
and if they're going to be driving no matter what, asks
‘why not legally? Mr. Lockyer seesthe problem asa
challenge that could be resolved innovatively to the
satisfaction of both sides of theissue. Mr. Lockyer is
'mulling over' an idea that would upgrade the DMV's
lackluster record -keeping technology (only 18% of
those thumb prints are readable). By expanding to a
database of palm prints, the records of all drivers
(illega or not) would greatly enhance the ability to
catch criminals and help fight the State's largest
growing crime industry of identity theft. Mr. Lockyer's
idea includes the requirement that when someone
signsfor adriver'slicense, they would sign awaiver of
extradition if they commit acrimein Caifornia
